He moved to Colorado State University as Assistant Professor in August 2000 and rose through the ranks to become Associate Professor in 2006 and Full Professor in 2009. He has been appointed as the Millennial Professor of Polymer Science and Sustainability since 2012, the John K. Stille Endowed Chair Professor in Chemistry since 2017, and a University Distinguished Professor since 2020. His current research is centered on polymer science, sustainable chemistry, and molecular catalysis.
